Dear Parents/Guardians:
The federal education law, No Child Left Behind (NCLB) requires that schools in their 2nd year of school improvement or beyond offer tutoring to students. Fremont Middle School is in its third year of not making AYP and is categorized as Corrective Action Year 1.   This letter is to inform you that your child may be eligible for free tutoring services.  Listed below are important facts about the tutoring services:
Who is eligible for services?
All students from low-income families who attend a school in 2nd year of school improvement or beyond are eligible for tutoring.  However, the district may not have enough money to serve all eligible students in which case the district will give priority to students who are the lowest-performing.
Who are the tutors?
The State of Colorado has a list of approved tutoring providers in your area from which to choose.  See attached list for tutors available in our district (see district website for more detail @ Re-2.org)
Where is the tutoring?
It varies by provider.  Tutoring may take place at the student’s school or home, a local community center, library, church or neighboring school depending on arrangements between the providers and the district.
How much is tutoring?
Tutoring is free for eligible students and will be paid for by the school district.  
When is tutoring?
Tutoring is provided outside of the school day.  It depends on the tutoring provider but services may be offered either before school, after school, on the weekends or during the summer.
How do students get to tutoring?
Parents are responsible for getting their child to and from tutoring services unless the tutoring group offers transportation.
Why should I consider additional assistance for my child?
Tutoring services will help your child be successful in reading and/or math.
What will my child study?
After pre-assessments, students will receive extra help in the areas of math and/or reading.  The school/tutor will make goals for each student.
How will I know what my child is doing during the tutoring session?
Tutors are required to send home letters throughout the program to inform you of your child’s progress.
How do I choose the right tutoring provider for my child?
First, determine if your student is struggling in math or reading and needs assistance.  Second, review the attached list of approved providers, the services they offer, the style of delivery (i.e., online, one-on-one, group) and the location of services if transportation is an issue.  If available, visit their websites, make contact, ask specific questions and for references. Choose the program that you believe will work for you and your child.  For additional help visit the Re-2 or CDE website. Last, contact Steve Wolfe at 719-784-2514 and he will assist you in signing up your child for tutoring services and developing the contract between the district and provider.
What if tutoring isn’t helping my child?
A parent may request a different provider if their child is not having success.
How long is the tutoring program?
Your child is eligible to receive tutoring as long as his/her school remains on Improvement or Corrective Action.
